Selection Criteria:

Selection will be done based on first-cum-first-serve basis and
the confirmed candidates will be notified immediately. The
maximum number of participants will be 50 (fifty). 50 participants
included 39 newly joined Assistant Professors in various
departments in NIT Srinagar. Additionally 11 participants
(Faculty/Academician) from other than NIT Srinagar from nearby
colleges/universities are allowed to participate. Further, no
accommodation will be provided to candidates from
outside. The list of selected participants will be notified in the
institute web sites http://www.new.nitsri.ac.in/,
http://www.nitsri.ac.in/ and is also sent to their personal e-mail
ids. In case a candidate is not selected, the demand draft will be
sent back. Candidates will be issued certificates on successful
completion of the course.
